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children have their first dental visit when their first tooth appears around age 6 months or by the first 
birthday. 

The American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry has partnered with the Children's Dental Health Project to 
improve young children's oral health by promoting early dental care and establishing a dental home for 
every child. 

The Children's Dental Health Project of Washington DC advances policies that improve children's access to 
oral health and forges research-driven policies and innovative solutions by engaging a broad base of 
partners committed to children and oral health.
